MSGP Fact Sheet

1. Who is Affected by the New MSGP Permit, and Who has Permitting Authority?
a. ITD owned sources that act as “commercial” sources and discharge to either waters of the U.S. or to a municipal separate storm sewer need permit coverage.
b. Generally speaking, the only sources that should require MSGP permitting are sources that there are multiple projects being supplied at the same time by a single source or sources or sources that ITD returns to multiple times a year.
c. If you are utilizing the same source several times a year in an incremental capacity then you probably need coverage under the 2008 MSGP.
d. ITD maintenance facilities that discharge to waters of the U.S. or to a municipal separate storm sewer need permit coverage. 
e. Asphalt paving and roofing materials manufacturers, and lubricant manufacturers.

2. Permit Information
a. New MSGP Permit became effective 2/26/09.  Replaces the 2000 version of the MSGP.
b. The NOI Submission deadline for facilities in Idaho is May 27, 2009.
c. Prior to submitting eNOI, a SWPPP must be completed and certified.
d. There is at least a 30 day waiting period for permit coverage after NOI is submitted. 
e. The Permit is active for 5 years once activated.
f. In the case of source pits that are being used once by a single project, then closed upon project completion, these pits require inclusion in the "disturbed acreage" identified on the project SWPPP to meet Construction General Permit requirements.  These areas would need to be inspected during the routine stormwater management inspection.
g. Stormwater discharges must not affect endangered species or related habitat.
h. Stormwater discharges must have no affect on historic properties.
i. New stormwater discharges must not cause or contribute to exceedances of a water quality standard.
j. Non-stormwater discharges similar to CGP apply. See permit for details.

5. No Exposure Exclusion

c. If applicable, must submit once every 5 years.

6. SWPPP Development
a. MSGP SWPPP Guidance Document & SWPPP Template available at http://www.epa.gov/npdes/pubs/industrial_swppp_guide.pdf
b. Receiving Water Body Locator Tool available at http://cfpub.epa.gov/npdes/stormwater/tmdltool.cfm
c. Must meet non-numeric technology-based effluent limits.  This is basically utilizing bmps and good housekeeping measures.
d. Must meet numeric effluent limits based on effluent limit guidelines.  These are sector specific.  See sampling section below.
e. Must meet water quality based effluent limits.  Impaired waters or waters with TMDLs. DEQ has listing of impaired waters and their tributaries.
f. SWPPPs must include 7 minimum requirements:
i. SWPP Team.
ii. Site Description.
iii. Summary of potential pollutant sources.
iv. Description of control measures.
v. Schedules and procedures.
vi. Eligibility under Federal Laws.
vii. Signature certification.

7. Routine Inspections Required
a. Routine Facility Inspections required at least once a quarter.  However this can be waived if site is inactive or unstaffed where industrial materials are not exposed to stormwater.
i. Must inspect areas of facility where industrial materials or activities are exposed to stormwater.
ii. Must inspect stormwater control measures (bmps).
iii. Must be performed when facility is in operation.
iv. Must be performed by a qualified individual.
v. Must be performed at least once a year when stormwater discharge is occurring.  Annual inspection can qualify for routine inspection.
b. Quarterly Visual Inspections. 
i. Don’t have to concur with routine facility inspections.
ii. This can be waived if site is inactive or unstaffed where industrial materials are not exposed to stormwater.
iii. Must occur within 30 minutes of the start of a discharge event.
iv. Collect a sample for visual assessment for each outfall.
v. Outfalls that are “substantially identical” can be rotated.
vi. Can be modified if adverse weather such as wet and dry seasons, snow cover, etc.
vii. Must document with appropriate reporting form.
c. Comprehensive Site Inspections.
i. Must conduct annually.
ii. No “unstaffed or inactive” waiver for this type of inspection.
iii. Must include a review of monitoring data.

8. Monitoring Requirements

c. Appendix B of ISMSG is Visual Monitoring Form.
d. Appendix C of ISMSG is Industrial Stormwater Collection Form.
e. Monitoring starts the calendar quarter after you get permit coverage.
f. If the same parameter must be sampled for 2 different monitoring requirements, permittee can use single sample to satisfy both requirements. 
g. If no discharge in a quarter, the sample must be “made up” the following quarter.
h. All monitoring data can be submitted online via eNOI system.

9. Types of Monitoring Required
a. Benchmark Monitoring.
i. Sector specific benchmark sampling.
ii. Required quarterly for 4 quarters, with allowance to modify sampling schedule in areas with irregular precipitation.
iii. Exceptions allowed for inactive or unstaffed sites.
iv. Not regulatory data, but can be used by facility to determine if corrective action is required.
v. If average of 4 samples does not exceed benchmark, no further monitoring is required for that pollutant.
vi. If exceedances is caused by natural background conditions, after 4 quarters permittee can certify that and no more monitoring required.
vii. If any of the 4 samples exceeds benchmark, required to follow up with corrective action and either:
1. Modify control measures and continue quarterly monitoring until average of 4 additional samples is less than benchmark.
2. Determine that no further reductions are technologically available and economically practicable and achievable.
viii. If exceedances are mathematically certain before the completion of the 4 quarterly samples, permittee is required to investigate immediately. 
b. Effluent Limitations Monitoring
i. Required for industrial sectors with applicable effluent limitation guidelines.
ii. 8 of 29 sectors have effluent limitation guidelines, with J being one of them.
iii. Monitoring required twice per year in Idaho at each discharge point.
iv. If exceedances of effluent limits:
1. Take corrective action.
2. Resample within 30 days of corrective action.
3. Submit an exceedances report if resample exceeds limit.
4. Continue to monitor at least quarterly until discharge is in compliance with effluent limits. 
c. State or Tribal Provisions Monitoring-Not a concern for ITD.
d. Impaired Waters Monitoring.
i. If no TMDL for receiving water body:
1. Monitor for all pollutants causing impairment.
2. Use EPA locator tool, or call local DEQ office to determine.
ii. If TMDL approved for receiving water body:
1. No monitoring required until EPA notifies facility of specific requirements.
2. If not notified by EPA, check with DEQ to see if there are minimum requirements.
e. Additional Monitoring Required by EPA-Facility specific
f. Sector D:
i. Benchmark monitoring of Total Suspended Solids (TSS).
ii. Effluent Limitations monitoring for TSS, pH, Oil & Grease.
g. Sector J:
i. Benchmark monitoring of TSS & Nitrate plus Nitrite Nitrogen.
ii. Effluent Limitations monitoring for pH, TSS.
h. Sector AB:
i. Must comply with the primary industrial facility.
ii. No sampling, but still need SWPPP.	 

10. Corrective Actions 
a. Two types of triggering conditions require corrective actions:
i. Permit violation.
1. Corrective action required if discharge exceeds water quality standard.
ii. Indication of potential problem.
1. Significant change in facility operations changes the quantity or nature of pollutant discharge.
2. Exceedance of benchmarks.
b. Deadlines.
i. Within 24 hours:
1. Describe problem.
2. Document date problem identified.
ii. Within 14 days:
1. Summarize corrective actions taken or to be taken.
2. Document date corrective actions initiated.
iii. Modification to control measures must be made before the next storm event if possible, or as soon as practicable following that storm event.
iv. If triggering condition is a permit violation, correcting the problem does not remove the underlying violation.
1. Failure to take corrective action is an additional violation.
2. Consideration to be given to appropriateness and promptness of corrective actions taken.

i. Must be sent within 45 days of completion of comprehensive site inspection.
ii. Each annual report must include:
1. Finding from facilities comprehensive site inspection.
2. Summaries of corrective actions taken during the year.
d. Must keep records for a minimum of 3 years from exemption.
e. If discharging to impaired water body, must submit monitoring results and exceedances reports to local DEQ office.
f. Unauthorized discharges containing hazmat or oil must be reported to Idaho State Communications Center.

	Source area should be included in project SWPPP to meet CGP requirements, and inspections of source should occur as part of routine stormwater inspection process on project.  If project less than 1 acre of disturbed soil, then ESCP can be used for project and source.  If a new project starts up that uses this source also, then the source owner will have to obtain an MSGP permit, the first project will note in its SWPPP that the source is no longer being inspected due to MSGP coverage, and the new project will have to get CGP coverage and note in its SWPPP that the source is covered under the MSGP.

	Source requires MSGP permit if discharge reaches waters of the US.  Permit is obtained by ITD as owner. Source will require SWPPP to meet MSGP requirements, as well as inspections, sampling and reporting.  Maintenance projects will not require CGP permit coverage unless ground distrurbance greater than 1 acre and discharges to waters of the US. If disturbance is less than 1 acre, then ESCP.

	*When determining the area of ground disturbance for a project falling under CGP requirements, the area disturbed in the materials source area is included in the total project area ground disturbance. 

	*If source filed for permit coverage under MSGP, source area is not included in area disturbed determination to meet project CGP requirements.

	*Maintenance yards, Fuel Storage Facilities, and Salt Storage facilities may require MSGP coverage.
