SUBJECT:  FY 2008-2011 Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) Amendment # 1,
to add several projects to the STIP funded through federal-aid highway funds

Dear Mr. Hartman and Mr. Krochalis:

Please approve the following changes, shown as Attachment 1, which will amend the FY 2008 STIP. Each
ITD district has reviewed STIP projects to determine where “practical design™ concepts can be used to
reduce the cost of a project. In November the information was presented to the Idaho Transportation Board
and the Board approved the addition of several projects based on cost savings identified during this review.
The project cost changes maintain fiscal constraint throughout the program.

Except for KN 11031, each of the projects qualify for grouped status under 23 CFR, Part 450.324 (i), and no
additional public involvement is required. Further, per our phone discussion, KN 11031 went through public
involvement this past July during the FY 2008 Draft STIP process. Other than advancing the project from
2012 to 2010, there are no changes to the project scope or costs. Additional public involvement at this time
serves no public need and a public notice will not be placed in the regional newspaper.

There are no air quality implications for these actions and no air quality conformity is required. The Idaho
Transportation Department certifies that the above project actions were in accordance with all applicable
requirements as described in Section 450.218 of the Statewide Planning Regulations, dated February 14,
2007. The STIP continues to be consistent with the Statewide Transportation Plan as approved by the Idaho
Transportation Board in July 2004 and remains fiscally constrained.
