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Public discussion on North Overland Avenue (Idaho 27) reconstruction scheduled for July 12

BURLEY – A public meeting to discuss reconstruction of North Overland Avenue (Idaho 27) in Burley between Interstate 84 and the Snake River Bridge will be held Tuesday, July 12, the Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) announced.

The meeting, which includes a formal presentation, will be at Burley City Hall, 1401 Overland Ave., 5:30-7:30 p.m. The formal presentation begins at 6:30 p.m. Meeting participants will have time to review project displays and ask questions before and after the presentation, and submit written comments about the project.
The purpose of the meeting is to introduce the project, its scope, schedule and public involvement plan. The public will learn about the existing condition of the roadway and outcomes of interviews conducted with business owners and residents in the project area.

This project will assess the existing roadway conditions, adjacent intersections and frontage roads to develop a comprehensive solution to meet roadway and user needs. Construction is expected to begin in 2008. 

Resident and business owner representatives as well as the Mini-Cassia Transportation Committee, the city of Burley, ITD and affected agencies are involved in planning this project.
