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Reconstruction planning has begun for Burley’s North Overland Road 
SHOSHONE – The Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) has joined forces with the city of Burley to plan for reconstruction of North Overland Road (Idaho 27) in Burley from Interstate 84 to the Snake River Bridge.

The planning and design process includes:

• Assessing existing roadway conditions, intersections and frontage roads to develop a     comprehensive solution to meet roadway and user needs through 2028

• Using detailed traffic simulation studies to evaluate improvement alternatives

• Using technical and environmental analysis to support final recommended designs

The overall planning/designing process will take about 27 months with construction tentatively planned for 2008.

To ensure local perspectives are heard and considered, the planning process will involve representatives from the city of Burley, project area property and business owners, members of the Mini-Cassia Transportation Committee and affected agency representatives. 

Key stakeholders and property owners will be interviewed at the beginning of the process to identify issues and concerns. An advisory committee with local representation will be formed to help guide the process and evaluate alternative solutions.

The public also will be invited to participate in the process through media coverage, open houses and mailings. The first open house is expected in July 2005.
