Presentation: (Bryan Foote – Horrocks Engineers, Tom Allen – Horrocks Engineers)
Mr. Foote explained potential project issues, discussed traffic projections and presented sample of a typical section needed to meet 2030 traffic projections.  Mr. Allen, Horrocks Engineers, explained the potential environmental issues associated with the project.
There was considerable discussion about the need for sidewalks on Snake River Avenue.  Businesses in the area said that street-front parking was essential for their business operations.  Other advisory committee members expressed concern for pedestrian/bicycle safety especially when crossing Snake River Avenue.
