Meeting Overview

Advisory Committee Meeting was held March 30, 2006 at the Red Lion Lewiston, 621 21st Street, Lewiston, Idaho.  The purpose of the meeting was to present the options being carried forward to the public and gather the committee’s comments on the options.  After reviewing the options to be presented to the public some of the significant discussions were as follows:

· Free right on T-intersection eliminated because it does not help operations

· Negatives include pedestrian movement

· Barry Barnes concerned about elimination

· Concerns over truck off tracking and lane widths if free right eliminated

· Connect boat ramp leg to intersection

· Roundabout is eliminated

· Relocate pedestrian overpass

· No relocate because of Southway trail

· Prospect is closed on all alternatives (Ken Blakeman)

· Maintain Prospect ROW for pedestrian movement

· 19th Avenue diversion 40 foot ROW – Warren expressed concern

· Reconfigure pedestrian overpass.  Good idea.

· Ken Blakeman concerned about traffic calming.  Bryan Foote indicated that we would do some things for that such as narrow lanes, etc.

· Steve Watson did not need traffic calming

· Request for traffic counts on Prospect and at 11th, 12th, 15th, 18th, and 19th (Provided to Iris Heidorn 4/13/06) 

· North End

· Parking issue

· No on-street parking

· Expand parks parking lots
