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TRUCKING ADVISORY COUNCIL (TAC) 

 
Purpose 
This policy establishes a Trucking Advisory Council (TAC) to assist the Board with issues in the 
trucking industry. 
 
Legal Authority 
Idaho Code 40-307 – For the administration of their function, the Board may employ such 
persons as are deemed necessary. 
 
Idaho Code 40-314(3) – Authority of Board to exercise powers necessary to implement the 
provisions of Title 40. 
 
 
Coordination/Communication with the Board  
 

Idaho Code authorizes the Idaho Transportation Board to establish internal structures deemed 
necessary for the administration of its duties. Under this authority, the Idaho Transportation 
Board shall create a Trucking Advisory Council (TAC) to assist and advise the Board on issues 
of safety, mobility, and economic vitality of the trucking industry.  The Trucking Advisory 
Council shall advise the Board on issues and policies concerning freight transportation, trucking 
safety, and services in Idaho.   
 
The Board shall appoint TAC members from recommendations submitted by the Motor Vehicle 
Administrator in consultation with the trucking industry. 
 
At least once a year, the TAC shall formally present to the Board a report on TAC 
recommendations, activities, goals and objectives.
